Cherag Training

The Cherag  training  program will take
place over 2 sessions plus an individual
seven day retreat.

Participants will be guided to bring through
the Universal Worship the living presence
of the prophets to our world today. The
training also focuses on the development
of one’s personality, confidence and
cooperative nature.

The sessions are full time. In addition,
candidates are expected to do readings,
spiritual practices and meditations between
sessions.

At the end of the first session, all candidates
are initiated as “Associate Cherags” with
all the responsiblities of an ordained Cherag
for the interim period. Practices and
personal study for this interim period are
prescribed.
